Please check regularly and
treat as recommended.

Buy clothes, shoes and coats that are easy to put on (No jump suit
style dresses, laces or buckles on shoes please)
Please ensure your child has a school book bag, clearly labelled. No big
rucksacks or bags as we don’t have the space.
